Ss. Cyrillo-Methodian Heritage of Skopje and Greater
Skopje Area as a Cultural-historical Locality
and Tourist Destination

We perceive the Ss. Cyril and Methodius heritage of Skopje and greater Skopje area
as an archeological, historiographical and cultural phenomenon, which we present
in the study for consideration from the aspect of scientific goals, but also in the
context of a wider cultural affirmation of their cult .The rich complex of medieval
sacral buildings in Skopje and greater Skopje area, the cathedral churches and their
role in the spiritual-historical environment of the City of Skopje: “St. Mother of
God”, “St. Dimitri”, “St. Clement of Ohrid”, the role of the “Ss. Cyril and Methodius
University in Skopje” and National and University Library "St. Clement of Ohrid”,
as a significant part of the educational system in Macedonia, confirm the great
importance of Skopje as a political and cultural capital in establishing and creating
the modern idea of the meaning of their work. At the same time, it is important to
determine whether it is about the independent development of the representation
of them in this Macedonian area, or whether their presence in the cultural memory
is due to the long tradition of the Ohrid spiritual, cultural and artistic influence.
We want to trace this phenomenon in the representations of the characters of St.
Cyril and Methodius in a compositional unit with St. Clement of Ohrid, constantly
present in the Skopje fresco painting in the 14th-15th centuries. Such compositions
are especially commissioned and made by founders and masters associated with the
Ohrid archdiocese, such as the example of the “Assumption of the Most Holy Mother
of God” in monastery “Matka”. Of great importance for following their cult in the
city of Skopje are the several extraordinary monuments dedicated to Saints Cyril and
Methodius in the central city area and in the University campus.

A Possible Segment of the Cultural Route
"Ss. Cyril and Methodius" of the Council of Europe

The Cultural Route "Ss. Cyril and Methodius" was certified as a Cultural Route of the
Council of Europe after a double review process, due to the need for improvements
in the application documentation. A key observation from the EPA Secretariat was
the route's weak network and the limited number of reference points included
in its framework. In 2020, a feasibility study on a cultural route dedicated to Cyril
and Methodius heritage in the Danube Region was conducted on behalf of the EC.
The purpose of the feasibility study was to analyze existing sites and destinations
related to the Cyril-Methodius legacy in the Danube Region countries that had not
yet been integrated into the project led by the Association "European Cultural Route
of St. Cyril and Methodius" in Zlin (Czech Republic). The study formed part of the
successful application process, which concluded in April 2021. The research resulted
in an inventory of potential sites and destinations in each country of the Danube
Region, with particular attention to those countries not yet part of the Association. It
was highlighted that while the framework of the Danube Strategy applies, the Cyril-
Methodius Route could not be confined solely to the Danube River and its basin, as
it would exclude countries with rich Cyrillo-Methodian traditions, such as Greece,
North Macedonia, Albania, Turkey, Italy, and Poland. The next stages of developing
the Route followed these recommendations.

With partners now from Bulgaria, North Macedonia, and Albania, we have a unique
opportunity to create a rich and authentic branch of the Cultural Route "Ss Cyril
and Methodius" of the Council of Europe. This route follows the footsteps of Cyril
and Methodius’ disciples and the tradition of venerating the Seven Saints across
the Balkans. Through this Route, we can present the Cyrillo-Methodian heritage as
a shared European legacy, promoting religious tolerance, cultural equality, and a
deeper understanding of the cultural history and identity of the Balkans.

The Original Slavic Literary Works in the Skopje Festal
Menaion from the Early 13th Century as Unique Markers
of the Cultural-historical Destination of the
Cyril and Methodius Route

The Skopje Festal Menaion from the early 13th century is a unique cultural
component of the Old Slavic literary monuments that have their origins in Skopje and
Skopje region. Given its significance for the development of all-Slavic enlightenment,
we consider it as an essential marker of the cultural-historical destination from Ss.
Cyril and Methodius Route. The most represented copies of original Slavic literary
works, composed by Cyril and Methodius students such as Clement of Ohrid and
Constantine Presbyter, along with other anonymous hymnographers — their followers
of the all-Slavic enlightenment, are found in this significant Macedonian liturgical
collection. We are discussing authentic Slavic church poetry composed in the Ohrid
hymnographic school of Saint Clement, which reflected the qualities of the Western
Byzantine liturgical tradition, whose spiritual core was Thessaloniki.

Cultural Routes of the Balkan Painters:
The Epigraphic Heritage of Balkans’s Post-Byzantine
Church Murals

Art studies in the field of Christian Balkan art usually deal with the style of individual
monuments, churches or monastery catholicons, icons and provide answers about
the artistic activity of a given painter or studio. The accumulation of information, the
interdisciplinary approach combined with new digital technologies make it possible
to expand the horizons of research, get out of narrow frames and search for more
global answers - establishing "stylistic" connections between monuments in different
countries, insight into the language of inscriptions, which accompany the frescoes,
and thus give us an idea about the routes of the painters in the Ottoman period.
The presentation will show Cyrillic and Greek inscriptions from Christian monuments
in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Republic of North Macedonia, as well as the
methods for their research within the framework of two scientific projects: Roads
of the Balkan Painters, realized by the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences in the period
2014-2019, as well as the recently launched ORASIS project, which aims to be a digital
platform for visualizing and presenting inscriptions from monuments of Christian art
from the Byzantine and post-Byzantine period from the territory of Bulgaria and the
neighboring Balkan countries, part of the so-called Byzantine cultural community.

The Representations of St. Naum Ohridski
in the Icon-painting Creations from the Time
of the Revival in the Churches of Prilep
Within the framework of the paper, an analysis will be made of five iconographic

works from the 19th century that contain the representation of St. Naum Ohridski,
originated from the Prilep churches of St. Annunciation, St. Transfiguration and St.
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Cyril and Methodius. Through the transmission of the iconographic peculiarities of
the icons, significant knowledge will be gained about the spread of artistic matrices
for the representations of St. Naum Ohridski in the time of the revival, while the
stylistic and artistic analysis will determine the artistic circles in which they circulated.
These icons not only represent a significant source for the artistry of the saint in the
period of the 19th century, but also bring essential data about the dispersion and rise
of his cult in the wider territory of Macedonia. By tracing the evolution of St. Naum's
representation, this paper contributes to a deeper understanding of the interplay
between art, religion, and cultural identity.

Glagolitic Script as Poetic and Artistic Inspiration

The Glagolitic alphabet, the first Pan-Slavic script, as well as the first Pan-Slavic
teachers, are a constant inspiration in Macedonian contemporary poetry. The latest
book of poetry by K. Kjulavkova, Heaven is My Home (Spiritual Poetry) (2024), which
was awarded with the prestigious award Miladinovci Brothers at this year’s Struga
Poetry Evenings, is an example that illustrates the centuries-old tradition of the cult to
the Pan-Slavic teachers on Macedonian soil, and at the same time, their significance
today. The subject of this paper is the third cycle of poems in the poetry collection,
Praise to Saints, comprising five poems, three of which are dedicated to saints Cyril
and Methodius and one each to St. Clement of Ohrid and St. Naum of Ohrid. The
text also reflects on Kjulafkova’s literary-scientific and essayistic papers, where she
reexamines the significance of the Glagolitic script and promotes and popularizes the
Macedonian oval Cyrillic script and its specific features. In this context there is also
presentation of the art project “Graphic Map of the Glagolitic Script” by professor
Trajche Blazhevski and professor Fehim Huskovic, as well as Kjulavkova’s review of
this project.

Portraying Saints Cyril and Methodius
in Contemporary Culture

Charting the route and scope of Cyrillo-Methodian influence in Europe and the
world, among other things, involves imagining and visualizing the social context
and hystoical figures of their time. The figures and characters of the holy brothers
Cyril and Methodius are primarily remembered through the representations in the
canonical writings and on the frescoes and icons that follow the rigorous church
tradition. In this paper, we don’t note the numerous representations within the
canonized church literature and painting that even today on Macedonian soil nurture
this cult with great attention, but the focus is placed on the ways in which the two all-
Slavic educators are portrayed in contemporary literature, art and media. Attention
is focused on several examples of Macedonian contemporary literature (Vidoe
Podgorec, Lazo Karovski, Venko Andonovski), on several paintings and sculptures
(Dimitar Kondovski, Maksim Dimanovski, Gazanfer Bajram), and comments are
also made on their presentations in television programs, film, comics (Mile Topuz),
numismatics, philately, etc.
